This course provides an overview of the substantive rights and obligations of debtors and creditors, and applicable procedures, in cases under the Bankruptcy Code, including the impact of amendments to the Code made by the "Bankruptcy Abuse Prevention and Consumer Protection Act of 2005".  The course will focus primarily on cases under chapter 7 (i.e., liquidation cases) and litigation arising under the Code (e.g., avoidance power claims such as preference and fraudulent transfer claims).  We will also review the provisions of chapter 13 (wage earner plans) and there will be a minor amount of material covered relating to chapter11 (business reorganizations).
