Course Description:
From Spring 2007
This course will study an issue of critical importance to lawyers: How to maximize the client's recovery or minimize the client's exposure in litigation. The course will examine the most common forms of remedies in private and public sector litigation, including compensatory and punitive damages, preliminary and permanent injunctions, restitution and unjust enrichment, rescission, declaratory judgments, and attorneys' fees. The course will cover a wide variety of topics in civil litigation, including pre-judgment interest, quiet title, fraudulent conveyances, subrogation, contribution, and indemnity. The course will also include discussions of recent developments in the law of American remedies, such as the developing constitutional law of punitive damages under State Farm v. Campbell, new applications of the economic loss rule, and measuring lost profits in infringement and commercial appropriation cases. In addition, because as the casebook puts it, "a money judgment is nothing but a handsome piece of paper suitable for framing," the course will discuss some important practical issues regarding enforcing money judgments, initiating and prosecuting contempt proceedings, and obtaining writs of attachment and other pre-judgment remedies. The course will conclude with discussions of equitable and other remedies available to defendants, such as unclean hands, unconscionability, waiver, estoppel, laches, and statutes of limitations. Participation points will be awarded. There will be an in-house final examination, for which students may use personal computers. The course is available CR/D/F.
