SECURITIES REGULATION
LAW-749
(3 Units) 
The securities laws govern the ways in which a company may raise, and seek to raise, capital; they also impose obligations upon a company once it has raised capital from the public or is widely traded in the secondary securities markets. The aim of this course is to provide a basic working knowledge of the securities laws to soon-to-be lawyers who will find themselves advising firms that raise money through the capital markets, and also to soon-to-be lawyers who defend or sue such firms. Using the lens of law and economics, we will examine the 1933 Securities Act, the 1934 Securities Exchange Act, the associated rules and regulations, and the institutional context in which the laws and rules operate.

Students must have completed the basic Business Organizations course in order to take this class. 

The exam will be an in-class open-book final exam, for which computers are permitted. Participation in class, in the form of student panels, is mandatory. This is a 3 credit course. This class is not available for CR/D/F grading.
