Bioethics and Law (Part A)

Course Description:
Legal and law-related issues generated by biomedical technologies that challenge basic concepts within our legal and moral systems. The overlapping fields covered (time permitting, and not necessarily in this order) are the control of mental functioning and behavior; technologies of reproduction, often within non-standard forms of social cooperation; development and use of genetic knowledge and technologies; and the enhancement of human traits and performance. Not all of these fields can be covered in depth. There will be an emphasis on the interconnected legal, moral, and economic concepts that cut across most of the fields covered. Most of the basic areas of law, particularly constitutional law, are implicated in these analyses.

The course may be taken for CR/D/F grading. An announcement will be made on the first day of class as to whether there will be participation points awarded. There will be a final, closed book exam, all essay. There is no limit on the number of students who can enroll. Con Law I is a prerequisite.
