Course Description:
The law of insurance. Subjects to be covered will include the fundamentals of insurance, coverage issues and the interpretation of insurance policies, litigation of insurance disputes, liability insurance and the duty to defend, property insurance and other first party coverages, directors' and officers' and employers' liability insurance coverages, insurance bad faith, statutory and regulatory oversight of insurance and the impact of insurance law on other practice areas. The class may have a small number of guest lecturers, including judges, insurance professionals and insurance attorneys.

The course will be three units. The course may not be taken CR/D/F. Participation points will be awarded. Two short memos analyzing various insurance coverage issues will be required - one due around the 6th week of class and one due around the 11th week of class. There may be two or three short answer or multiple choice quizzes during the semester. There will be an open book, in-house final essay examination. PCs with SofTest may be used for the final. Enrollment is not limited in any way.
