Course Description: 

This course is an introductory survey of statutory and case law, and underlying policy issues, relating to patents, copyright, trademark and trade secrets.  The course is designed both for prospective generalists who wish to acquire a global knowledge of intellectual-property law and prospective specialists who wish to acquire a foundation for further study of and practice in intellectual-property law or related fields.No prior background or other knowledge is required.

This course is a prerequisite to courses in patents, copyright, trademark, and international intellectual property. It is a co-requisite for the Intellectual Property and Technology Law Clinic; that is, if you want to enroll in the clinic, you must have already taken Intellectual Property or you must take it concurrently with the clinic.

Final grades will be based on an open-book, in-class exam for which students may use laptop computers with SofTest.  Students may not take this course CR/D/F.The required texts for this class are: Robert P. Merges et al., Intellectual Property in the New Technological Age, Revised 4th ed.; and Robert P. Merges et al., 2008 Statutory and Case Supplement.
