This course will provide an introduction to substantive and procedural patent law. The topics to be covered include indefiniteness, written description, enablement, best mode, anticipation, statutory bar, obviousness, claims and claim interpretation, infringement, unenforceability, and reexamination and reissue. Reading will be assigned from a casebook, with optional reading assigned from two small hornbooks. 

There are no formal course prerequisites. Some undergraduate coursework in basic science or engineering may be helpful, but is by no means required. 

No separate points will be awarded for class participation. There will be an open book in-house final examination, which will be partially multiple choice in format. Students are allowed to use PCs with Soft Test. Students may elect CR/D/F grading if they wish.
