Planning for gratuitous transfers of wealth during life and at death. The first portion of the course will emphasize federal estate and gift taxation rules. The second portion will survey techniques which can be used to minimize transfer taxes, both during life and at death, and will present common estate planning tools such as living trust, durable powers of attorney, and life insurance trusts. California substantive law will be used as a basis for planning technique although no particular knowledge of wills and trust law will be assumed.

This course may be taken CR/D/F. There will be a final examination and participation points may be awarded. PCs with SofTest may be used for the final examination.
