Client Counseling and Interviewing

Course Description:
This course will introduce students to a practice-oriented approach to interviewing and counseling clients. The primary objective of the course is to enable students to develop a useful and practical framework for effectively interviewing and representing clients. In this regard, classes will be collaborative in nature and will include discussion/lecture, practical exercises, demonstrations, and critiques. Topics to be explored include: 1) recognizing legal and non-legal dimensions of a client's problems; 2) developing fundamental interviewing and counseling skills, such as: building rapport, effective listening, and providing client feedback; 3) techniques for gathering information; and 4) understanding the decision-making process and helping clients to make appropriate decisions about their cases. Student grades will be based on: participation in and successful completion of class exercises and assignments; a midterm interview project; and a final project (videotaped client meeting).
