This course develops advocacy skills to be used in trial, including how to make an opening statement, conduct direct and cross examination of witnesses, make evidentiary objections, introduce exhibits, prepare and examine experts, and make closing arguments.  The ethical implications of litigation tactics and strategies will also be examined. In addition to attending a weekly lecture, students will spend up to three hours each week either performing practical exercises or observing other students doing so.
