CHILDREN'S LEGAL ISSUES

(3 Units) 

The Children's Clinic is a two-semester course, three CR/D/F units each semester. It consists of representation of clients on issues related to children and a concurrent seminar acquainting students with substantive law and practice. Students will receive their first case at the beginning of the semester, and will begin to work on this case under instructor supervision. As students become more acquainted with relevant law, additional cases will be assigned, and each student will have the opportunity to focus on one or more types of cases of particular interest to that student. All students will gain experience in family-law related cases such as adoptions of foster children and guardianships for children who have no parents to care for them. In addition, the following are examples of other areas in which students can choose to participate: special education, legal problems of teens (pregnancy, domestic violence, emancipation, etc.), and issues surrounding conditions of incarceration of minors in juvenile facilities, or public school disciplinary /expulsion hearings, among others. The course will be taught and all student work directly supervised by Professor Campbell and Virginia Weisz, Esq., co-instructor of the course and Director of the Children's Rights Project of Public Counsel.
