This three-unit course is designed to provide a comprehensive understanding of important issues of criminal procedure arising during the investigation and early stages of prosecution of crimes.  The course will cover search and seizure law, the privilege against self-incrimination, Miranda, the exclusionary rule, the right to counsel, identification procedures and the grand jury.  The class will study the constitutional principles and policy judgments underlying these issues, as well as the practical implications of this law on the day-to-day operation of the criminal justice system.  The course may be taken CR/D/F.  Participation points will be awarded.  Grades will be based on a final written examination, consisting of essay questions.  The use of laptop computers will be permitted during the final examination. Enrollment is not limited.
