This course examines the role of bias in the American justice system. How does social identity figure in the formulation and application of legal rules? Is bias in formal legal proceedings inevitable or are there strategies available to lawyers, judges, and fact-finders that can reduce it? For insight on these and related questions, the course will draw on recent work in jurisprudence as well as research on social and cognitive psychology and cognitive science. Grades will be based on a final paper and critiques of articles. There will not be a final examination. Participation points will be awarded. Students may enroll under the CR/D/F option.
